Type on one side
of the paper only. Do not staple or connect pages.
Please include page number and title of story in
the top right corner of each page. Include a cover
sheet that shows your full name, address, title of
story and number of words.

Poems - Poems must be typed on 8 1/2” X 11”
paper. Do not put your name on the poem, but in-
clude your name on the entry form. Include a cover
sheet that shows your full name, address and title
of poem.
